Music has always been Phil's escape and we believe that this 
song will prove the same for you and have you toe tapping and 
singing the lyrics in no time. 
When performing “Dancing on the moon” live it appeals to a wide 
audience.

Phil has prepared a total of 19 tracks. There were many more 
that he wanted to include, but after 3 years he realised that it 
was time for the music to see the light of day. In the eyes of this 
artist the job is never complete - something can always be 
improved and there is always another track which should be on 
the album.
